e To prevent flowing of dirty water back into

the machine and to allow for easy discharge,

do not immerse the hose end into the dirty
water or do not drive it in the drain more
than 15 cm. If it is too long, cut it short.

The end of the hose should not be

bent, it should not be stepped on

and the hose must not be pinched

between the drain and the machine.

If the length of the hose is too short, add an

original extension hose. Length of the hose

may not be longer than 3.2 m. To avoid water
leak failures, the connection between the
extension hose and the drain hose of the
product must be fitted well with an appropriate
clamp as not to come off and leak.

3.6 Adjusting the feet

4 Preparation

4.1 Sorting the laundry

* Sort laundry according to type of
fabric, colour, degree of soiling and
the suitable water temperature.

* Always obey the instructions
given on the garment tags.

4.2 Preparing the laundry for washing

e Underwire bras and clothes with metal pieces
such as buckles or buttons damage the
machine. Remove the metal pieces or wash
such clothes after putting them in a cotton
laundry bag or cotton pillow case. Moreover,
this type of clothes may overheat during the
drying process and damage other clothes.
Do not use the machine to dry such clothes.
Put small size clothes such as infant's
socks and nylon stockings in cotton a
laundry bag or cotton pillow case.

Place curtains in without compressing

them. Remove curtain attachment items.

Do not dry tulle curtains in your machine.
Fasten zippers, sew loose buttons

and mend rips and tears.

Wash “Machine washable” or “Hand
washable” labelled products only with

an appropriate programme. Dry them by
hanging them or laying them flat. Do not
use the machine to dry such clothes.

e Do not wash colours and whites together.
New, dark coloured cottons release a

lot of dye. Wash them separately.

Only use the dyes / colour changers and
descaling agents which are appropriate

to machine wash. Always follow the
instructions on the package.
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m INFORMATION

e | aundry that are subjected to materials
such as flour, lime dust, milk powder, etc.
intensely must be shaken off before being
placed into the machine. Such dusts and
powders on the laundry may build up on the
inner parts of the product in time and can
cause damage.

e Keep laundry items made of Angora wool in
a plastic bag in the freezer for a few hours
before washing. This can reduce piling.

e \Wash trousers and delicate laundry turned
inside out.

e Tough stains must be treated properly
before washing.

e Take out all substances in the pockets such
as coins, pens and paper clips, and turn
pockets inside out and brush if possible.
Such objects may damage the product or
cause noise problem.

4.3 Tips for energy and water saving

Following information will help you use the product
in an ecological and energy/water-efficient manner.
e Operate the product in the highest load
capacity allowed for the programme you
have selected, but do not overload. See,
“Programme and consumption table”.
¢ Observe the temperature instructions
on the detergent packaging.
e \Wash slightly soiled laundry at low temperatures.
e Use faster programmes for small
quantities of lightly soiled laundry.
e Do not use prewash and high temperatures
for laundry that is not heavily soiled or stained.
e |f you plan to dry your laundry in a
dryer, select the highest spin speed
recommended during washing process.
* Do not use more detergent than the
recommended on the detergent packaging.

To prepare the product for washing laundry,
perform first operation in Drum Cleaning
programme. If this programme is not available
on your machine, apply the method described
in section 6.2.

e Use an anti-limescale agent suitable for
washing machines.

e Some water has remained in the product
due to the quality control processes in the
production.

4.5 Correct load capacity

The maximum load capacity depends on the
type of laundry, the degree of soiling and the
selected washing programme.

The product automatically adjusts the water
amount according to the weight of the laundry
put inside it.

Place the detergent bag or the
dispensing ball directly among the laundry
in the machine. Remove them after drying.

e [f you are using liquid detergent, do not forget
to place the liquid detergent container into the
main wash compartment (compartment no. 2).

e \When the machine is in Drying step,
do not add any washing chemicals
(Liquid detergent, Softener, etc.).

4.7.3 Choosing the detergent type

Detergent type to be used depends on the
washing programme, fabric type and colour.
e Use different detergents for
coloured and white laundry.
e \Wash your delicate clothes only with
special detergents (liquid detergent, wool
shampoo, etc.) intended solely for delicate
clothes and at suggested programmes.
e \When washing dark coloured clothes and quilts,
it is recommended to use liquid detergent.
Wash woollens at suggested programme with
special detergent made specifically for woollens
Please review the programme descriptions part
for suggested programme for different textiles.
All recommendations about detergents are valid
for selectable temperature range of programmes.

A CAUTION!

e Use only detergents manufactured
specifically for washing machines.
e Do not use soap powder.

4.7.4 Adjusting the

amount of detergent
The amount of washing detergent to be used
depends on the amount of laundry, the degree
of soiling and water hardness.

e Do not use amounts exceeding the dosage
quantities recommended on the detergent
package to avoid problems of excessive
foam, poor rinsing, financial savings

and finally, environmental protection.

Use less detergent for small loads,

lightly soiled clothes and short duration
programmes, especially in soft water areas.
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4.7.5 Using softeners

Pour the softener into the softener compartment

of the detergent drawer.

e Do not exceed the (>max<) level marking
in the softener compartment.

e |f the softener has lost its fluidity or if it is
concentrated, dilute it with water before
putting it in the detergent drawer.

4.7.6 Using liquid detergents

4.7.6.1 If the product contains
a liquid detergent container

e Place the liquid detergent container
in compartment no. “2”.

e |f the liquid detergent has lost its fluidity, dilute it
with water before putting in the compartment.

4.7.6.2 If the product is equipped
with a liquid detergent apparatus:

¢ \When you want to use liquid detergent,
press on the point shown to rotate the
apparatus. The part that falls off will function
as a barrier for the liquid detergent.

If required, clean the apparatus with water
when it is in place or by removing it.

If you will use powder detergent, the

apparatus must be secured at top position.

4.7.6.3 If the product does not
contain a liquid detergent container
e Do not use liquid detergent for the
prewash in a programme with prewash.
e | iquid detergent stains your clothes
when used with Delayed Start function.
If you are going to use the Delayed Start
function, do not use liquid detergent.
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4.7.7 Using gel and tablet detergent

e |f the gel detergent thickness is fluidal and
your machine does not contain a special
liquid detergent container, put the gel
detergent into the main wash detergent
compartment during first water intake. If
your machine contains a liquid detergent
container, fill the detergent into this
container before starting the programme.
If the gel detergent thickness is not fluidal
or in the shape of capsule liquid tablet, put
it directly into the drum before washing.
Put tablet detergents into the main wash
compartment (compartment no. "2") or
directly into the drum before washing.

m INFORMATION

e Tablet detergents may leave residues in the
detergent compartment. If you encounter
such residues, place the tablet detergent
between the laundry, close to the lower part
of the drum in future washings.

e Use the tablet or gel detergent without
selecting the prewash function.

[i] INFORMATION

e Before drying, remember to remove objects
such as the plastic detergent container from
the drum.

4.7.8 Using laundry starch

e Add liquid starch, powder starch or the
fabric dye into the softener compartment.

e Do not use softener and starch
together in a washing cycle.

e Wipe the inside of the machine with a
damp and clean cloth after using starch.

4.7.9 Using bleach

e Select a programme with prewash and add the
bleach at the beginning of the prewash. Do not
put detergent in the prewash compartment.
Alternatively, select a programme with an

extra drying step, add the bleach to the empty
detergent compartment and once you see the
rinsing step on the display for the first time, add
1 glass of water into the same compartment.
Do not use bleach and detergent

by mixing them.
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e Use just a little amount (approximately
50 ml) of bleach and rinse the clothes
very well as it causes skin irritation. Do
not pour the bleach onto the laundry and
do not use it with the coloured items.

¢ \When using oxygen-based bleaches,
select a programme that washes the
laundry at a low temperature.

e You can use oxygen-based bleaches
together with the detergent. However, if it
has a different consistency, first add the
detergent into the detergent compartment
no “2” and wait for the machine to take in
the detergent together with water. While
the product continues taking in water,
add bleach in the same compartment.

4.7.10 Using limescale remover

e \When required, use limescale
removers manufactured specifically
for washing machines only.

4.10 Displayed Programme Time

You can see the programme duration on
the display of your machine while selecting
a programme. Depending on the amount of
laundry you have loaded into your machine,
foaming, unbalanced load conditions,
fluctuations in power supply, water pressure
and programme settings, the programme
duration is automatically adjusted while the
programme is running.
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SPECIAL CASE: At programme start of
Cottons and Cotton Eco programmes, display
shows the duration of half load, which is the
most common use case. After programme
starts, in 20-25 minutes actual load is detected
by the machine. And if the detected load is
higher than half load; washing programme

will be adjusted accordingly and programme
duration increased automatically. You may follow
this change on the display.

5.4 Selecting a washing
programme

1.In accordance with the “Programme
and consumption table”, select a
suitable programme for the amount
and soiling level of the laundry.

2. Select the desired programme with
the Programme Selection knob.

m INFORMATION

e Programmes are limited to the highest spin
speed appropriate for that particular type of
fabric.

® When selecting a programme, always
consider the type of fabric, colour, soiling
level and permissible water temperature.

5.5 Washing programmes

Depending on the type of fabric, use the
following main programmes.

m INFORMATION

e After selecting a washing programme suitable
for your laundry, you can press the Drying
button to set the machine to perform drying
after the washing programme. Each time you
press the button, info line shows at which
step the drying process will take place and
the relevant symbol will turn on. If you want,
you can keep pressing the button to perform
drying for the maximum period allowed.

e The symbols shown on the display are
schematic and may not match the product
exactly.

e When you will perform washing and
drying by using the Drying function of your
machine, load maximum 5 kg of laundry
into the machine. If you exceed the capacity
of the machine, your laundry will not dry
and the machine will work longer, which will
result in more energy consumption.
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¢ Cottons

You can wash your durable cotton laundry
(sheets, bedlinen, towels, bathrobes, underwear
etc.) in this programme. When you press the
quick wash function key, programme duration
becomes notably shorter but effective washing is
ensured thanks to intense washing movements.
If the quick wash function is not selected,
superior washing and rinsing performance is
ensured for your heavily soiled laundry.

m INFORMATION

e You can dry your laundry without any
interruption right after the washing programme
(it is possible to perform automatic or
scheduled drying after the washing cycle). For
this, you must also select the Drying function
before starting the washing programme.

e According to the drying selections you will
add to the washing programmmes, you can
see when the programme will end on the
display of the machine.

e |f you don't want drying to take place after
the programme you have selected, press
and hold the Drying auxiliary function button
until the Drying light turns off.

¢ Synthetics

You can use this programme to wash t-shirts,
synthetic/cotton mix fabrics etc. Programme
duration is notably shorter and efficient washing
performance is ensured. If the quick wash
function is not selected, superior washing and
rinsing performance is ensured for your heavily
soiled laundry.

m INFORMATION

e You can dry your laundry without any
interruption right after the washing programme
(it is possible to perform automatic or
scheduled drying after the washing cycle). For
this, you must also select the Drying function
before starting the washing programme.

e According to the drying selections you will
add to the washing programmes, you can
see when the programme will end on the
display of the machine.

e |f you don't want drying to take place after
the programme you have selected, press
and hold the Drying auxiliary function button
until the Drying light turns off.
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¢ Wollens / Hand Wash

Use this programme to wash your woollen
clothes. Select the appropriate temperature
complying with the tag of your clothes. Your
laundry will be washed with very delicate
movements to avoid any damage.

m INFORMATION

® The drying function cannot be selected
for the washing programme designed for
woollen laundry.

e Eco 40-60

The eco 40-60 programme is able to clean
normally soiled cotton laundry declared to be
washable at 40 °C or 60 °C, together in the same
cycle, and that this programme is used to assess
the compliance with the EU ecodesign legislation.
Although it washes longer than all other
programmes, it provides high energy and water
savings. Actual water temperature may be
different from the stated wash temperature. When
you load the machine with less laundry (e.g. 2
capacity or less), periods in programme stages
may automatically get shorter. In this case, energy
and water consumption will decrease.

Cupboard drying fuction should be selected with
eco 40-60 to perform wash and dry cycle to
assess the compliance with the EU ecodesign
legislation.

The wash and dry cycle is able to clean normally
soiled cotton laundry declared to be washable at
40 °C or 60 °C, together in the same cycle, and
to dry it in such a way that it can be immediately
stored in a cupboard.

G_] INFORMATION

e You can dry your laundry without any
interruption right after the washing programme
(it is possible to perform automatic or
scheduled drying after the washing cycle). For
this, you must also select the Drying function
before starting the washing programme.

e According to the drying selections you will
add to the washing programmes, you can
see when the programme will end on the
display of the machine.

When the quick wash function is
selected, the Pre-treatment algorithm is used.

e Apply the pre-treatment chemical
directly onto the clothes, or add it together with the
detergent to the powder detergent compartment
when the machine starts to take in water. This
way, it will take you much shorter to get the
performance you would normally get with a regular
washing cycle. Life of your shirts will be longer.

interruption right after the washing programme
(it is possible to perform automatic or
scheduled drying after the washing cycle).

e Cotton Dry

Use this programme to dry cotton clothes with
dry weight up to 5 kg. You can perform only
drying in this programme.

e |f you are going to dry laundry that
comprises only towels and bathrobes, the
maximum amount of laundry that can be
loaded is 4 Kkg.

e For dry wright of laundry, see Section 4,
Step 4.5.

Hygienic washing with warm air

(program period 58 min.)

With the hygiene air refresh program, hygienic
cleaning with air is ensured by keeping the
temperature of the laundry at relatively high
temperatures for a certain period of time with a
sensitive heating method.

Use this program to quickly clean your dry
clothes made of cotton or synthetic materials
hygienically with warm air.

E INFORMATION

e Hygiene air refresh program is not a
program where laundry is washed with
water. Use this program for your laundry
that you want to clean by refreshing with air.

¢ |n the hygiene air refresh program, do not
add chemicals such as detergent, bleach,
stain remover, etc. to the detergent drawer,
or do not apply pre-treatment to the laundry
before starting the program.

Refreshing with warm air (48 min. and 38 min.)

When you select the “Hygiene Air Refresh”

program, the default period shall be 58 minutes.

With the “Fast+” auxiliary function, you may

select different program periods such as 48
minutes or 38 minutes.

In order to prevent the residues to contact
your skin, clean it with an appropriate
brush by wearing a pair of gloves.

3 Insert the drawer back into its place after
cleaning and make sure that it is seated well.

6.2 Cleaning the loading
door and the drum

For products with drum cleaning programme,
please see Operating the product - Programmes.

[i] INFORMATION

e Repeat Drum Cleaning process in every 2
months.

e Use an detergent /anti-limescale suitable
for the washing machines.
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After every washing and
drying make sure that
no foreign substance is
left in the drum.

If the holes on the
bellow shown in the
figure are blocked,
open the holes using a
toothpick.

m INFORMATION

e Foreign metal substances will cause rust
stains in the drum. Clean the stains on the
drum surface by using cleaning agents for
stainless steel. Never use steel wool or wire
wool.

/l\ CAUTION!

e Never use sponge or scrub materials.
These will damage the painted, chrome
and plastic surfaces.

6.3 Cleaning the body
and control panel

Wipe the body of the machine with soapy
water or non-corrosive mild gel detergents as
necessary, and dry with a soft cloth.

Use only a soft and damp cloth to clean the
control panel.

6.4 Cleaning the water
intake filters

There is a filter at the end of each water intake
valve at the rear of the machine and also at

the end of each water intake hose where they
are connected to the tap. These filters prevent
foreign substances and dirt in the water to enter
the washing machine. Filters should be cleaned
if they are dirty.
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1. Close the taps.

2.Remove the nuts of the water intake
hoses to access the filters on the water
intake valves. Clean residues on them
with an appropriate brush. If the filters are
too dirty, remove them from their places
with a pliers and clean in this way.

3. Take out the filters on the flat ends of the
water intake hoses together with the gaskets
and clean thoroughly under running water.

4. Replace the gaskets and filters carefully
in their places and tighten the hose nuts
by hand ensuring there are no leaks.

6.5 Draining remaining water
and cleaning the pump filter

The filter system in your machine prevents solid
items such as buttons, coins and fabric fibres
clogging the pump impeller during discharge of
washing water. Thus, the water will be drained
without any problem and the service life of the
pump will extend.

If the machine fails to drain water, the pump filter
is clogged. Filter must be cleaned whenever it
is clogged or in every 3 months. Water must be
drained off first to clean the pump filter.

In addition, prior to transporting the machine
(e.g., when moving to another house) and in
case of freezing of the water, water may have to
be drained completely.

/|\ CAUTION!

e Foreign substances left in the pump filter
may damage your product or may cause
noise problem.

e |f the product is not being used, shut the
tap, remove mains hose and drain the
water inside the machine in places where
there is the risk of the product freezing .

e After each use, turn off the water tap to
which the mains hose is connected.

1.In order to clean the dirty filter and
discharge the water, unplug the
machine to cut off the supply power.

/l\ CAUTION!

e Temperature of the water inside the
machine may rise up to 90 °C. To avoid
the risk of burning, clean the filter after the
water inside the machine is cooled down.
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2.0Open the filter cover. Press the tab
in the direction of the arrow and pull
the cover out towards yourself.

a. In order to collect the water to flow
out of the filter, place a large shallow
vessel in front of the filter.

b.Turn and loosen the pump filter until
water starts to flow (counterclockwise).
Fill the flowing water into the container
you have placed in front of the filter.
Always keep a piece of cloth handy
to absorb any spilled water.

¢ When the water inside the machine is finished,

take out the filter completely by turning it.

4. Clean any residues inside the filter as well
as fibres, if any, around the pump impeller
region.

5. Replace the filter.

6. Close the filter cover.
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7 Troubleshooting

Programmes won’t start after the loading door has
been closed.

 You did not press the Start/Pause/Cancel button.>>> *Press the
Start/Pause/Cancel button.

o If the load is too much, it might be hard for the loading door to be
closed.>>> *Load less laundry and make sure that the loading
door is closed properly.

Programme cannot be started or selected.

e The machine may have switched itself to self-protection mode
due to a supply problem (mains voltage, water pressure etc.).
>>> To cancel the programme, turn the Programme Selection
knob to select another programme. Previous programme will
be cancelled. (see. “Cancellation of programme”)

Water inside the machine.

e There might be some water remaining in the product due to the
quality control processes carried out during production. >>>
This is not a failure, water does not harm the machine.

Water is leaking from the bottom of the machine.

e There might be a problem with the hoses or the pump filter.
>>> Make sure that the seals of the water inlet hoses are
securely fitted. Attach the hose to the tap tightly.

e Pump filter might not be closed securely. >>> Make sure that
the pump filter is closed securely.

Machine does not take in water.

e Tap might be turned off. >>> Turn on the taps.

o \Water inlet hose might be bent. >>> Flatten the hose.

e Water inlet filter might be clogged. >>> Clean the filter.

e | oading door might not be closed. >>> Close the loading door.

Machine does not drain water.

e Water drain hose might be clogged or twisted. >>> Clean or
flatten the hose.
o Pump filter might be clogged. >>> Clean the pump filter.

Machine vibrates or makes noise.

e Machine might be unbalanced. >>> Adjust the feet to level the
machine.

e A hard substance might have entered the pump filter. >>>
Clean the pump filter.

e Transportation safety bolts might not be removed. >>>
Remove the transportation safety bolts.

e The amount of laundry might be too little. >>> Add more
laundry to the machine.

e The machine might be overloaded with laundry. >>> Take out
some of the laundry from the machine or distribute the load by
hand to balance it evenly in the machine.

e The machine might be in contact with a hard surface. >>>
Make sure that the machine is not in contact with anything.

Machine stopped shortly after the programme started.

e The machine might have stopped temporarily due to low
voltage. >>> It will resume running once the voltage returns to
anormal level.
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Machine directly discharges the water it takes in.

e The drain hose might be at an inappropriate height. >>>
Connect the water drain hose as described in the user manual.

No water can be seen in the machine during
washing.

e Water level cannot be seen outside the machine. This is not a
failure.

Loading door cannot be opened.

e Door lock might be enabled because of the water level in the
machine. >>> Drain the water by running the Pump or Spin
programme.

e Machine might be heating the water or at the spinning
step.>>> Wait until the programme is complete.

e The loading door might be jammed due to the pressure it is
exposed to. >>> Hold the grip, push and pull the loading door
to free it from the pressure and open it.

e The loading door will not open if there is no power. >>> To
open the loading door, open the pump filter cap and pull down
the emergency handle positioned at the rear side of the said
cap. See “Loading door lock”

Washing takes longer than specified in the user
manual.(*)

o \Water pressure might be low. >>> Since the amount of the
water has decreased, the machine will wait until it takes
adequate water to avoid poor washing quality. Therefore, the
washing time extends.

e \oltage might be low. >>> If the supply voltage is low, the
washing time is extended to prevent poor washing quality.

o |nlet temperature of water might be too low. >>> The time
required to heat up the water extends in cold seasons. Also,
washing time can be extended to avoid poor washing results.

e The number of rinsing cycles and/or the amount of rinsing
water might have increased. >>> When a better rinsing
performance is needed, the machine increases the amount of
rinsing water, and adds another rinsing cycle, if necessary.

e Excessive foam might have formed due to use of too much
detergent, and the automatic foam absorption system might
have been activated. >>> Use the recommended amount of
detergent.

Programme time does not countdown. (On models
with display) (*)

e The timer may stop during water intake. >>> The timer
indicator will not count down until the machine takes in an
adequate amount of water. When the amount of the water
taken in decreases, the machine will wait until it takes in
enough water to avoid poor washing results. Timer indicator
will resume countdown after this.

e The timer indicator might stop during heating. >>> The timer
indicator will not count down until the machine reaches the
selected temperature.

e The timer indicator might stop during spinning. >>> The
automatic unbalanced load detection system might have been
activated due to uneven distribution of the laundry in the drum.
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Programme time does not countdown. (*)

e The laundry in the machine might be unbalanced. >>> The
automatic unbalanced load detection system might have been
activated due to uneven distribution of the laundry in the drum.

Machine does not switch to spinning step. (*)

e The laundry in the machine might be unbalanced. >>> The
automatic unbalanced load detection system might have been
activated due to uneven distribution of the laundry in the drum.

e The machine cannot spin if the water in it is not drained
completely. >>> Check the filter and the drain hose.

o FExcessive foam might have formed due to use of too much
detergent, and the automatic foam absorption system might
have been activated. >>> Use the recommended amount of
detergent.

Washing performance is poor: Clothes are going grey.(**)

o |nsufficient amount of detergent might have been used over
a long period of time. >>> Use the recommended amount of
detergent according to water hardness and the laundry.

e \Washing might have been performed at low temperatures for a
long time. >>> Select the proper temperature for the laundry
to be washed.

e Hard water and insufficient amount of detergent. >>> Using
hard water together with insufficient amount of detergent
might cause dirt accumulation and greying on laundry in
time. It is difficult to eliminate greying once it happens. Use
the recommended amount of detergent appropriate for water
hardness and the laundry.

e Excessive amount of detergent might have been used. >>>
Use the recommended amount of detergent appropriate for
water hardness and the laundry.

Washing performance is poor: Stains persist or the
laundry is not whitened. (**)

o |nsufficient amount of detergent might have been used. >>> Use
recommended amount of detergent appropriate for the laundry.

e Machine might have been overloaded. >>> Do not overload the
machine. Load the machine with the amounts recommended in
the "Programme and consumption table".

e \Wrong programme and temperature might have been selected.
>>> Select the right programme and temperature for the
laundry to be washed.

e \Wrong type of detergent might have been used. >>> Use
original detergent appropriate for the machine.

e Detergent might have been put in the wrong compartment.
>>> Put the detergent in the correct compartment. Do not mix
the bleaching agent and the detergent with each other.

Washing performance is poor: Qily stains appeared
on the laundry. (**)

e The drum might not have been cleaned regularly. >>> Clean
the drum regularly. To do this, please see. 6.2.

Washing performance is poor: Clothes smell bad. (**)

e \Washing at low temperatures and/or with short programmes
for a long time will cause smell and bacteria in the drum. >>>
Leave the detergent drawer and loading door of the machine
ajar after every washing cycle. Thus, a humid environment
favorable for bacteria cannot occur in the machine.
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Colour of the clothes faded. (**)

e Machine might have been overloaded. >>> Do not overload
the machine.

e Detergent used might be damp. >>> Keep detergents closed
in an environment free of humidity and do not expose them to
excessive temperatures.

e A high temperature might have been selected. >>> Select
a programme and temperature suitable for the type and soiling
degree of the laundry.

Rinsing performance is poor

e The amount, brand or storage conditions of the detergent might
not be suitable. >>> Use a detergent appropriate for the washing
machine and your laundry. Keep detergents closed in an environment
free of humidity and do not expose them to excessive temperatures.

e The detergent mighthave been added to the wrong compartment.
>>> If you add detergent to the prewash compartment even if
you have not selected a prewash programme, the machine might
take this detergent during the rinsing or softener step. Put the
detergent in the correct compartment.

e Pump filter might have been clogged. >>> Check the filter.

e Drain hose might be folded. >>> Check the drain hose.

Laundry became stiff after washing. (**)

e |nsufficient amount of detergent might have been used. >>>
Using insufficient amount of detergent for the water hardness
can cause the laundry to become stiff in time. Use appropriate
amount of detergent according to the water hardness.

e Thedetergent mighthave been added to the wrong compartment.
>>> |f you add detergent to the prewash compartment even if
you have not selected a prewash programme, the machine might
take this detergent during the rinsing or softener step. Put the
detergent in the correct compartment.

e Detergent might have been mixed with softener. >>> Do not mix the
detergent with softener. Wash and clean the drawer with hot water.

Laundry does not smell like softener. (**)

e The detergent might have been added to the wrong compartment.
>>> |f you add detergent to the prewash compartment even if you
have not selected a prewash programme, the machine might take
this detergent during the rinsing or softener step. Wash and clean the
drawer with hot water. Put the detergent in the correct compartment.

e Detergent might have been mixed with softener. >>> Do not mix the
detergent with softener. Wash and clean the drawer with hot water.

Detergent residue in the detergent drawer. (**)

e Detergent might have been added to wet drawer. >>> Dry the
detergent drawer before adding detergent.

e Detergent might have gotten damp. >>> Keep detergents
closed in an environment free of humidity and do not expose
them to excessive temperatures.

o \Water pressure might be low. >>> Check the water pressure.

e The detergent in the main wash compartment got wet while
the machine was taking in the prewash water. Holes of the
detergent compartment might have been blocked. >>> Check
the holes and clean if they are clogged.

e There might be a problem with the detergent drawer valves.
>>> (all the Authorised Service Agent.

o Detergent might have been mixed with softener. >>> Do not mix the
detergent with softener. Wash and clean the drawer with hot water.
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There is detergent left on the laundry.

e Machine might have been overloaded. >>> Do not overload
the machine.

e \Wrong programme and temperature might have been selected.
>>> Select the right programme and temperature for the
laundry to be washed.

e \Wrong detergent might have been used. >>> Select a proper
detergent for the laundry to be washed.

Too much foam forms in the machine. (**)

e |mproper detergents for the washing machine might have been
used. >>> Use detergents suitable for washing machine.

e Excessive amount of detergent might have been used. >>>
Use only sufficient amount of detergent.

e Detergent might have been stored under inappropriate
conditions. >>> Keep the detergent in a closed and dry area.
Do not store it in excessively hot places.

e Meshed laundry such as tulles might foam too much due to
their texture. >>> Use less detergent for these types of fabrics.

e Detergent might have been put in the wrong compartment.
>>> Put the detergent in the correct compartment.

o Softener is taken early. >>> There might be a problem with the
valves or the detergent drawer. Call the Authorised Service Agent.

Foam is overflowing from the detergent drawer.

e Fxcessive amount of detergent might have been used.
>>>>Mix 1 tablespoonful softener and %2 | water and pour
into the main wash compartment of the detergent drawer.

e Put detergent into the machine suitable for the programmes
and maximum loads indicated in the “Programme and
consumption table”. If you use additional chemicals (stain
removers, bleaches and etc), reduce the amount of detergent.

Laundry remains wet at the end of the programme. (*)

o Excessive foam might have formed due to use of too much
detergent, and the automatic foam absorption system might have
been activated. >>> Use the recommended amount of detergent.

Drying lasts too long.
e Machine might have been overloaded. >>> Do not
overload the machine.

e Spinning might not be sufficient for laundry. >>> Select
a higher spin speed in the washing step of the Washer-Dryer.

e Tap might be turned off. >>> Turn on the taps.

Laundry comes off wet after the drying step.

¢ The programme selected might not be suitable for the type
of laundry. >>>Check the care labels on garments and select a
programme accordingly, or select timed programmes additionally.

e Machine might have been overloaded. >>> Do not
overload the machine.

e Spinning might not be sufficient for laundry. >>> Select
a higher spin speed in the washing step of the Washer-Dryer.
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Machine does not start or programme cannot be started.

e Power cable might be unplugged. >>> Make sure that
the power cable is plugged in.

e Programme might not be set, or the Start/Pause/
Cancel button might not be pressed. >>> Make sure the
programme is set and the machine is not in Stand-by mode.

e Child lock might be enabled. >>> Disable Child Lock.

Laundry shrinks, fades, tarnishes or gets damaged.

¢ The programme selected might not be suitable for the type
of laundry. >>>Check the care labels on garments and select a
programme accordingly, or select timed programmes additionally.
You should not dry laundry that is not suitable for drying.
Machine does not dry.

e [aundry might not be dried or the drying step might not
be enabled. >>> Check if the drying function is selected
after the selected washing programme.

Loading door cannot be opened.

e The door of your machine might not be opening due to
safety reasons. >>>If the door locked indicator is active
on the display after the drying step, the machine will keep the
door locked for your safety until it cools down.

e The loading door will not open if there is no power.
>>> To open the loading door, open the pump filter cap and
pull down the emergency handle positioned at the rear side of
the said cap. See “Loading door lock”

(*) Machine does not switch to spinning step
when the laundry is not evenly distributed in the
drum to prevent any damage to the machine
and to its surrounding environment. Readjust the
laundry and perform spinning again.

(**) The drum might not have been cleaned
regularly. >>> Clean the drum regularly. See 6.2
