6.1 What To Do For Energy Saving

+ This refrigerating appliance is not inten-
ded to be used as a built in appliance.
+ When loading the food, leave enough

space inside the refrigerator to allow suf-

ficient air circulation for cooling.

+ Since hot and humid air will not directly
penetrate into your product when the
doors are not opened, your product will
optimize itself in conditions sufficient to
protect your food. Under these circum-

stances, functions and components such

as compressor, fan, heater, defrost, light-

ing, display and so on will operate ac-
cording to the needs by consuming min-
imum energy.

+ In case that multiple options are present,
glass shelves must be placed so that the
air outlets at the rear wall are not blocked
and preferably, in a way that air outlets
remain below the glass shelf. This com-
bination may help improving air distribu-
tion and energy efficiency.

+ Store food in the cooler or chill compart-

ment according to proper storage condi-
tions to save energy.
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6.2 First Use

Before using your product make sure the
necessary preparations are made in line
with the instructions in "Safety Instructions”
and "Installation" sections.

+ Wait for at least 2 hours before operating
the product, to ensure the complete effi-
ciency of refrigeration.

+ Keep the product running without placing
any food inside for 6 hours and the
product door should be kept as closed as
possible.

+ The temperature change caused by open-
ing and closing of the door while using
the product may normally lead to con-
densation on door/body shelves and
glassware placed in the product.

+ A sound will be heard when the com-
pressor is engaged. It is normal for the
product to make noise even if the com-
pressor is not running, as fluid and gas
may be compressed in the cooling sys-
tem.

+ Itis normal for the front edges of the
product to be warm. These areas are de-
signed to warm up in order to prevent
condensation

7 Use of Your Appliance

7.1 Temperature Adjustment Button

Internal temperature of your refrigerator

changes because of the reasons men-

tioned below:

- Season temperatures,

+ Opening the product door frequently and
leaving it open for a long time,

+ The meals that are placed in the product
in a hot state without being reduced to
the room temperature,

+ The location of the product in the room
(like being exposed to the sun heat)

You can adjust the internal temperature

which changes due to these reasons via

thermostat. Numbers around the thermo-
stat knob show the temperature degrees.

+ If the ambient temperature is above 32°C,
turn the thermostat knob to its maximum
setting.

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7.2 Snow Melting (Defrost)

The cooling chamber performs fully auto-
matic melting. The formation of water
droplets and up to 7-8 mm frost deposit on
the inner back wall of the cooling chamber
is a common phenomenon during the cool-
ing process This development is normal ac-
cording to the cooling system. The auto-
matic defrosting system installed on the
rear wall facilitates the self-melting of frost
deposit at regular intervals due to the auto-
matic defrosting process. The user does
not have to scrape off the snow and clean
the water droplets.

The water resulting from the melting pro-
cess flows through the water collection
chute, directed by the drain pipe, and accu-
mulates in the evaporation container loc-
ated at the rear of the unit, where it under-
goes self-evaporation.

Check periodically to see if the drain pipe is
clogged and open it with the rod in the hole
if necessary.

The freezer compartment does not defrost
automatically to prevent frozen food from
spoiling.

The snow in the freezer compartment
should be defrosted every 6 months. It is
recommended to defrost the snow when
the freezer compartment is not very full or

when it is empty. To do this, wrap the frozen
food in paper and store it in a place that is
as cool as possible.

Stop the operation of your refrigerator with
the temperature control knob or unplug it
from the wall outlet.

To speed up defrosting, place a container
filled with hot water in the freezer and place
a soft surface underneath.

Do not use materials such as candles, gas
lamps or heaters to speed up melting in-
side your product.

Melting sprays may contain liquid sub-
stances and gases that can harm your
product and your health. Be careful when
using these substances.

Do not leave the door of your refrigerator
closed during cleaning.

After defrosting, remove the water that has
accumulated in the lower chamber of the
freezer compartment with an absorbent
cloth or sponge.

Dry the freezer compartment thoroughly
and return the temperature control to its
original position.

7.3 Shutting Down Your Product

If your thermostat has a “0” position;

- Your product will stop working when its
thermostat knob is switched to “0” position.
If you do not turn the knob towards “1” or
other positions again, your product will not
start to function again.

If your thermostat has a “min” position;

- In order to shut down your product, take
the power plug out of the socket.

Storing Food In The Freezer Compartment
+ You can activate Quick Freezing function
4-6 hours before freezing function and

You should store onions, garlics, gingers
and other root vegetables in dark and
cold room conditions, not in the refriger-
ator.

A rotting that would
threaten human health is not in question.

Ice Container

use dry polishing chamois. Always follow
the veins of the stainless steel.

Preventing Odours

The product is manufactured free of any
odorous materials. However, inappropri-
ately storing food and improper cleaning of
internal surfaces may lead to odours.

To avoid this, clean the inside with car-
bonated water every 15 days.

Keep the foods in sealed holders, as mi-
cro-organisms arising from foods kept in
unsealed containers will cause bad
odour.

Do not keep expired and spoilt foods in
the refrigerator.

Oil spilled on plastic surfaces may damage
the surface and must be cleaned immedi-
ately with warm water.
