Itis recommended to store leafed
vegetables such as lettuce and spinach
and similar vegetables prone to moisture
loss not on their roots but in horizontal
position into the vegetable bin as much as
possible.

When placing the vegetables, place heavy
and hard vegetables at the bottom and
light and soft ones on the top, taking into
account the specific weights of vegetables.
Do not leave vegetables in the vegetable
bin in plastic bags. Leaving them in plastic
bags causes vegetables to rot in a short
time.
