Never stop your dryer before the

3.1 Appropriate installation location

e |nstall the product in an environment
which has no risk of freezing and is in a
stable and level position.

e Operate your product in a well ventilated,
dust-free environment.

e Do not block the air ducts in front of and
under the product with materials such as
long pile rugs and wooden bands.

e Do not place your product on a long pile
rug or on similar surfaces.

e Do not install the product behind a door
with a lock, sliding door or a hinged door
which can strike the product.

e Once the product is installed, it should
stay at the same place where its
connections have been made. When
installing the product, make sure that the
rear wall of it does not touch anywhere

3.2 Ventilation hose and connection

(for products equipped with an outlet

vent)

Ventilation hose allows exhaust air from inside

the machine
Vented dryer has 1 air outlet.
Stainless sheet metal or aluminum pipes can

be used instead of a hose. The pipe diameter

should be minimum 10 cm.
Maximum hose and pipe lengths are given in
the table below.

Exhaust of humid air from the dryer into
the room should be considered. It may
damage the walls and furniture in the
room.

The ventilation hose can be routed
outdoors via a window or it can be
connected to the air outlet in the
bathroom.

Air outlet hose must be routed directly
to the outdoors. There must be a limited
number of elbows as not to hinder
ventilation.

To prevent water accumulation in the
hose, make sure that it is not folded on
the floor.

To connect a ventilation hose;

Connect the air outlet hose to the
hose spacer piece by turning it
counterclockwise.

Make the hose passages as shown
below.
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The ventilation hose should not be
connected to the chimney of a stove or a
fireplace.

Do not operate your product at the same
time with heaters such as a coal or gas
stove. Airflow may cause the chimney to
flare up.




3.3 Adjusting feet

In order to ensure that your product operates
more silently and vibration-free, it must stand
level and balanced on its feet. Front feet of your
product can be adjusted. Balance the machine
by adjusting the feet.

1. Loosen the feet by hand.
2. Adjust the feet until the product stands level
and firmly on the floor.

e Do not use any tools to loosen the
adjustable feet, otherwise, they can be
damaged.

e Never remove the adjustable feet from
their housings.

e You may consider using 2 plastic
pieces from an Authorized Service
with 2951620100 part number. These
parts prevent your machine from
slipping when the machine is located
on wet and slippery surfaces. You may
assemble mentioned parts to the front
adjustable feet by fitting and pressing
them to snap into ground of feet.

3.4 Transportation of the machine

1. Unplug the machine from the mains.

2. Remove the water drain (if any) and
chimney connections.

3. Drain water remaining in the machine
completely before transportation.

3.5 Changing the illumination lamp

In case an illumination lamp is used in your
laundry dryer.To change the Bulb/LED used
for illumination of your tumble dryer, call your
Authorized Service.The lamp(s) used in this
appliance is not suitable for household room
illumination. The intended purpose of this
lamp is to assist the user to place laundry in
the tumble dryer in a comfortable way. The
lamps used in this appliance have to withstand
extreme physical conditions such as vibrations
and temperatures above 50 °C
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4 Preparation

4.1 Laundry suitable for drying in the
dryer

Always obey the instructions given on the
garment tags. Dry only the laundry having a
label stating that they are suitable for drying in
a dryer.

4.3 Preparing laundry for drying

e | aundry may be tangled with each other
after washing. Separate the laundry items
before placing them into the dryer.

e Dry garments having metal accessories
such as zippers, inside out.

e Fasten the zippers, hooks and buckles
and button sheets.

4.4 Things to be done for energy
saving

e Spin your laundry at the highest speed
possible when washing them. Thus,
the drying time is shortened and energy
consumption is reduced.

e Sort out the laundry depending on their
type and thickness. Dry the same type of
laundry together. For example thin kitchen
towels and tableclothes dries earlier than
thick bathroom towels.

e  Follow the instructions in the user manual
for programme selection.

e Do not open the loading door of the
machine during drying unless necessary.
If you must open the loading door, do not
keep it open for a long time.

e Do not add wet laundry while the dryer is
in operation
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e For models with a condenser unit: clean
the condenser once in a month or after
every 30 operations regularly. .

e Clean the filter periodically.Read the
Maintenance and cleaning of filters for
detalied information.

e For models with flue unit: comply with the
flue connection instructions and clean the
flue.

e During the drying process, air the room
well where your tumble dryer is operating.

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5.5 Auxiliary functions

Audible warning

Drying machine makes an audible warning
when the programme is completed. If you don’t
want it to make an audible warning, press the
“Buzzer” button. When you press the Buzzer
button, a light will illuminate and no audible
warning will be made when the programme
ends.

e You can select this function before or
after the programme starts.

Time Delay

If you wish to dry your clothes at a later time,
thanks to the time delay function, you can delay
the program start up to 3 hours, 6 hours or 9
hours.

Open the loading door and put the laundry in.
Select the drying program. Press the time delay
button to set the desired delay time. When the
time delay button is pressed once, a 3-hour
delay is selected and the relevant indicator
lights up. When the same button is pressed
again, 6 hours; and if pressed once more, 9
hours delay will be selected.

If you press the time delay button again,
delayed start will be cancelled. After selecting
the delayed start, press the “Start/Pause”
button to start the delayed start for the selected
program.

Drying indicator will light up, indicating that the
programme has started.

5.8 Child Lock

The drying machine has a child lock which
prevents the programme flow from being
interrupted when the buttons are pressed
during a programme. When the child lock

is activated, all buttons on the panel except
the On/Off/Programme selection knob are
deactivated.

Press the End Time and Buzzer buttons
simultaneously for 3 buttons to activate the
child lock.

The child lock has to be deactivated to be able
to start a new programme after the current
programme is finished or to be able to interfere
with the programme. To deactivate the child
lock, keep the same buttons pressed for 3
seconds.

e When the child lock is activated, the child
lock warning indicator on the screen
turns on.

e  Child lock deactivates when the drying

the programme.

Adding and removing clothes during

stand-by

If you want to add or remove clothes to/from

the drying machine after the drying programme

starts:

e  Press the Start/Stand-by button to put
the drying machine in Stand-by state. The
drying operation stops.

e Open the loading door while in Stand-
by state, and close the door after you
remove or add laundry.

e Press the Start/Stand-by button to start
the programme.

e Do not touch the inner surface of the
drum while adding or removing clothes
during a continuing programme. The
drum surface is hot.

5.10 Cancelling the programme

If you want to cancel the programme and
terminate the drying operation for any reason
after the drying machine starts running, turn the
On/Off/Cancel knob, the programme will be
cancelled.

/l\ WARNING!

e Theinside of the drying machine shall
be extremely hot when you cancel the
programme during machine operation, so
run the refresh programme to allow it to cool
down.

5.11 End of programme

When the program ends, the Last/Anti-Wrinkle
and Fibre Filter Cleaning Warning LEDs on
the program follow up indicator will illuminate.
Loading door may be opened and the dryer
machine becomes ready for another run.

Bring the On/Off/Programme selection knob to
On/Off position to turn the drying machine off.

(i) wore

e Adding laundry after the drying operation
starts may cause the dried laundry inside the
machine to mix with wet laundry and leave
the laundry damp at the end of operation.

e Adding or removing laundry during drying
may be repeated as many times as you
wish. But this operation continuously
interrupts the drying operation, and thus
increases programme duration and energy
consumption. So, it is recommended to add
laundry before the programme starts.

e [fanew programme is selected by turning
the programme selection knob while the
drying machine is in stand-by, the running
programme terminates.

e [fthe laundry is not removed after the
programme is completed, the wrinkle
prevention function activates for 2 hours
to prevent the laundry inside the machine
to get wrinkled. The programme tumbles
the laundry with 10-minute intervals to

prevent them from wrinkling.
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6 Maintenance and cleaning

Lint filter

Lint and fibres released from the laundry to the
air during the drying cycle are collected in the
“Lint Filter”.

[i] NOTE

e  Clogging may arise on the filter surface
after using your machine for some time; if
this occurs, wash the filter with water and

dry it before using again.

m NOTE

e  Such fibre and lint are generally formed
during wearing and washing.

e  Always clean the filter after each drying
process.

e You can clean the filter and filter area by
vacuum cleaner.

To clean the filter:

1.Take out the cover.

2.a) If the product’s lint filter can be opened
as shown in Figure 1, remove the filter by
pulling it up and open the filter.

2.b) If the product’s lint filter is as shown in
Figure 2, remove the filter by pulling it up.

3. Clean lint, fibre, and cotton raveling on the
filter and in the filter housing by hand or
with a soft piece of cloth.

4. Close the filter and place it back into its
seat.
