The use of gas cooking appliance
results in the production of heat
and moisture in the room in which
it is installed. Ensure that the
kitchen is well ventilated: keep
natural ventilation holes open or
install a mechanical ventilation
device (mechanical extractor
hood). Prolonged intensive use of
the appliance may call for
additional ventilation, for example
increasing the level of the
mechanical ventilation where
present.

Gas appliances and systems must
be regularly checked for proper
functioning. Regulator, hose and
its clamp must be checked
regularly and replaced within the
periods recommended by its
manufacturer or when necessary.
Clean the gas burners regularly.
The flames should be blue and
burn evenly.

Good combustion is required in
gas appliances. In case of
incomplete combustion, carbon
monoxide (CO) might develop.
Carbon monoxide is a colourless,
odourless and very toxic gas,
which has a lethal effect even in
very small doses.

Request information about gas
emergency telephone numbers
and safety measures in case of
gas smell from you local gas
provider.

What to do when you smell gas

e Do not use open flame or do not
smoke.

It is important to place the wire
shelf and/or tray onto the rack
properly. Slide the wire shelf or
tray between 2 rails and make
sure that it is balanced before
placing food on it (Please see the
following fi
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e Do not use the product if the front
door glass removed or cracked.

e Always use heat resistant oven
gloves when putting in or
removing dishes into/from the hot
oven.

e Place the baking paper into the
cooking pot or on to the oven
accessory (tray, wire grill etc)
together with the food and then
insert all into the preheated oven.
Remove the excess parts of the
baking paper overflowing from the
accessory or the pot in order to
prevent the risk of touching the
oven’s heating elements. Never
use the baking paper in an
operating temperature higher
than the indicated value for the
baking paper. Do not place the
baking paper directly on the base
of the oven.

e The appliance must not be
installed behind a decorative door
in order to avoid overheating.

e Product must be placed directly
on the floor. It must not be placed
onto a base or a pedestal.

Room ventilation

All rooms require an openable window, or equivalent,
and some rooms will require a permanent vent as well.
The air for combustion is taken from the room air and
the exhaust gases are emitted directly into the room.
Good room ventilation is essential for safe operation of
your appliance.

If the room where the appliance is installed does not
have a door or a window that opens directly to the
outer environment, there must definitely be a fixed
ventilation opening in the room. The fixed ventilation
must be nonadjustable and non-closable.

On the doors or windows that open directly to the
outer environment, there must be a ventilation opening
with the dimensions specified based on the total gas
power of the appliance (as shown below). You can find
the gas power and ventilation opening match-up in the
table below.

If the doors or windows that open directly to the outer
environment do not have openings corresponding to
the ventilation opening specified according to the total
gas power of the product, there must definitely be a
fixed ventilation opening in the room. The fixed
ventilation opening should also be in compliance with
the values in the gas power-ventilation opening table.
There should be a minimum clearance of 10 mm on
the bottom edge of the door -that opens to the inner
environment- in the room where the product is
installed. You must make sure that items such as
carpets, floorings, etc. do not cover this clearance
when the door is closed.

The cooker may be located in a kitchen, kitchen/diner
or a bed-sitting room, but not in a room containing a
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bath or shower. The cooker must not be installed in a

Future Transportation

e Keep the product's original carton and transport
the product in it. Follow the instructions on the
carton. If you do not have the original carton,
pack the product in bubble wrap or thick
cardboard and tape it securely.

e To prevent the wire grill and tray inside the oven
from damaging the oven door, place a strip of
cardboard onto the inside of the oven door that
lines up with the position of the trays. Tape the
oven door to the side walls.

e Secure the caps and pan supports with adhesive
tape.

e Do not use the door or handle to lift or move the
product.

Do not place any objects onto the product and
move it in upright position.

Check the general appearance of your product
or any damages that might have occurred
during transportation.

Tips for saving energy
The following information will help you to use your
appliance in an ecological way, and to save energy:

e Use dark coloured or enamel coated cookware in

the oven since the heat transmission will be
better.

e While cooking your dishes, perform a preheating
operation if it is advised in the user manual or
cooking instructions.

e Do not open the door of the oven frequently
during cooking.

e Try to cook more than one dish in the oven at the

same time whenever possible. You can cook by
placing two cooking vessels onto the wire shelf.

e Cook more than one dish one after another. The
oven will already be hot.

e You can save energy by switching off your oven a

few minutes before the end of the cooking time.
Do not open the oven door.

e Defrost frozen dishes before cooking them.

e Use pots/pans with cover for cooking. If there is
no cover, energy consumption may increase 4
times.

e Select the burner which is suitable for the bottom

size of the pot to be used. Always select the
correct pot size for your dishes. Larger pots
require more energy.
