Points to be paid attention to when the

relocation of therefrigerator

1. Your refrigerator should be unplugged.Before
transportation of your refrigerator, it should be
emptied and cleaned.

2. Before it is re-packaged,shelves, accessories, crisper, etc.
inside your refrigerator should befixed with adhesive
tape and secured against impacts. Package should
be bound with a thick tape or sound ropes and the
transportation rules on the package should be
strictly observed.

3. Original packaging and foammaterials should be
kept for future transportations or moving.Before
you start the refrigerator,

Check the following before you start to use

your refrigerator:

1. Clean the interior of therefrigerator as recommended in the
“Maintenance and cleaning” section.

2. Connect the plug of therefrigerator to the wall socket. When
the fridge door is opened, fridge internal lamp will turn on.

3. When the compressor starts tooperate, a sound will
be heard. The liquid and gases sealed with in the
refrigeration system may also give rise to noise, even
the compressor is not running and this is quite normal.

4. Front edges and both sides ofthe refrigerator may
feel warm. This is normal. These areas are designed
to be warm to avoid condensation.

Connect your product to a grounded socket which is
being protected by a fuse with the appropriate capacity.

The power plug must be easilyaccessible after installation.

If your refrigerator is unbalanced;You can balance
your refrigerator by turning its front legs as illustrated
in the figure. The corner where the leg exists is lowered
when you turn in the direction of black arrow and
raised when you turn in the opposite direction.

Changing the illumination lamp
To change the Bulb/LED used for illumination of your
refrigerator, call your AuthorisedService. The lamp(s)
used in this appliance is not suitable for house hold
room illumination. The intended purpose ofthis lamp
is to assist the user to place foodstuffs in the refrigerator

When reaching
continuous operation, the product can be moved to another
place. Thus, later you can place your product in the garage or
an unheated room without the concern of causing frozen food
to get rotten. However, it is likely that above mentioned low
temperatures may cause the freezing of the food in the fridge
compartment; thus, please consume the food items in the fridge
in a controlled way as needed. When ambient temperature goes
back to normal, you may change button setting according to
your need.
If the ambient temperature is below 0°C, the food in fridge
compartment will freeze. Therefore, we recommend not using
the fridge compartment in such low ambient temperatures.
You may continue to use the freezer compartment as usual.
In some models, the instrument panel automatically turns
off 5 minutes after the door has closed. It will be reactivated
when the door has opened or pressed on any key.
Due to temperature change as a result of opening/closing
the product door during operation, condensationon the
door/body shelves and the glass containers is normal.

During
sustained power failures, the highest temperature that
the freezer compartment reaches will flash on the
digital display. After checking the food located in the
freezer compartment ( £) press the alarm off button to
clear the warning. Please refer to "remedies advised
for trouble shooting" section on your manual if you
observe that this indicator is illuminated.

2. Energy saving function (display off):

If the product doors are kept closed for a long time
energy saving function is automatically activated and
energy saving symbol is illuminated. @2)When energy
saving.function is activated, all symbols on the display
other than energy saving symbol will turn off.

When the Energy Saving function is activated, if any
button is pressed or the door is opened, energy saving
function will be canceled and the symbols on display
will return to normal.

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Freezing fresh food

placing them in the refrigerator.

« Hot food must cool down to the room temperature before
putting them in the refrigerator.

« The foodstuff that you want freeze must be fresh and in good quality.
« Foodstuff must be divided into portions according to the
family’sdaily or meal based consumption needs.

« The foodstuff must be packaged in an airtight manner to
prevent themfrom drying even if they are going tofrom
drying even if they are going to be kept for a short time.

« Materials to be used for packagingmust be tear-proof and
resistant tocold, humidity, odor, oils and acids and they must
also be airtight. Moreover, they must be well closed and
they must be made from easyto use materials that are
suitable for deep freeze usage.

« Frozen food must be used immediately after they are
thawed and they should never be re-frozen.

« Please observe the following instructions to obtain the best results.
1. Do not freeze too large quantities of food at one time.
The quality of the food is best preserved when it is
frozen right through to the core as quickly as possible.

2. Placing warm food into the freezer compartment
causes the cooling system to operate continuously

until the food is frozen solid.

3. Take special care not to mix already frozen food and fresh
food.

e Door has been opened frequently. >>>Do not open and close the door of refrigerator frequently.

o Ambient is very humid. >>>Do not install your refrigerator into highly humid places.

e Food containing liquid is stored in open containers. >>>Do not store food with liquid content in open containers.

o Door of the refrigerator is left ajar. >>>Close the door of the refrigerator.

o Thermostat is set to a very cold level. >>>Set the thermostat to a suitable level.

Compressor is not running
