If you
store foods against the rear wall foods
could freeze against rear wall.

e  Hot, cooked food must be cooled down
at room temperature before storing in
the appliance.

6.3. Changing the door opening

An audio warning will be given when the
fridge or freezer compartment door of your
product is left open for a certain period of
time.
