3.1 Appropriate installation location

e |Install the product in an environment
which has no risk of freezing and is in a
stable and level position.

e QOperate your product in a well ventilated,
dust-free environment.

e Do not block the air ducts in front of and
under the product with materials such as
long pile rugs and wooden bands.

e Do not place your product on a long pile
rug or on similar surfaces.

e Do not install the product behind a door
with a lock, sliding door or a hinged door
which can strike the product.

3.2 Ventilation hose and connection
(for products equipped with an outlet

Stainless sheet metal or aluminum pipes can
be used instead of a hose. The pipe diameter
should be minimum 10 cm.

Maximum hose and pipe lengths are given in
the table below.

Exhaust of humid air from the dryer
into the room is inconvenient.

The ventilation hose can be routed
outdoors via a window or it can be
connected to the air outlet in the
bathroom.

3.3 Adjusting feet

In order to ensure that your product operates
more silently and vibration-free, it must stand
level and balanced on its feet.

2. Adjust the feet until the product stands level
and firmly on the floor.

4.3 Preparing laundry for drying

e Laundry may be tangled with each other
after washing. Separate the laundry items
before placing them into the dryer.

e Dry garments having metal accessories
such as zippers, inside out.

e Fasten the zippers, hooks and buckles
and button sheets.

4.4 Things to be done for energy
saving

e Spin your laundry at the highest speed
possible when washing them. Thus,
the drying time is shortened and energy
consumption is reduced.

e Sort out the laundry depending on their
type and thickness. Dry the same type of
laundry together. For example thin kitchen
towels and tableclothes dries earlier than
thick bathroom towels.

e Follow the instructions in the user manual
for programme selection.

e Do not open the loading door of the
machine during drying unless necessary.

If you must open the loading door, do not
keep it open for a long time.

e Do not add wet laundry while the dryer is
in operation
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e For models with a condenser unit: clean
the condenser once in a month or after
every 30 operations regularly. .

e Clean the filter periodically.Read the
Maintenance and cleaning of filters for
detalied information.

e For models with flue unit: comply with the
flue connection instructions and clean the
flue.

e During the drying process, air the room
well where your tumble dryer is operating.

The drying machine has a child lock which
prevents the programme flow from being
interrupted when the buttons are pressed
during a programme. When the child lock

is activated, all buttons on the panel except
the On/Off/Programme selection knob are
deactivated.

Press the End Time and Buzzer buttons
simultaneously for 3 buttons to activate the
child lock.

The child lock has to be deactivated to be able
to start a new programme after the current
programme is finished or to be able to interfere
with the programme. To deactivate the child
lock, keep the same buttons pressed for 3
seconds.
